9/1  Reports from Parish Councillors - Cllr. Topliss had attended a village hall meeting when it was confirmed that the improvements to the tennis courts and the pathways had been completed.    The music license  from next year will have an additional charge.    Cllr. Ford mentioned that a sum of £600 was available for a loop system and that he should be contacted for further information.

       Cllr. Ellis mentioned that 5 nest boxes had been erected which will in future be maintained by the same

        Cllr. Hill had forwarded an E-mail to the committee regarding:-

1.    Pot holes in road  - Cllr M. Ford offered to pass on the information.

2.   He had received a request that the village notice board in Trent Lane should be smartened up. The board would be examined to see if this was necessary.
            3.   There is an abandoned car over the road from the Unicorn Inn  near the bus stop which is causing some inconvenience.  The car is taxed and the police are aware.


4.   The Royal Wedding will be occurring later in the year and he asked if the committee wished to make any special arrangements – declined.


5     A suggestion was made that the parish council should apply for a grant towards the cost of the sportsmobile.  It was agreed that an application should be made.

Draft Budget 2011/2012   The chairman reported that funds in the Derbys. B.S. and in Barclays had been transferred to the parish councils main account with Lloyds.  It was agreed that there should be no increase in the precept for the coming year and therefore it would be set at £4400
