4/2  Minutes of the previous meeting were circulated, read and approved as a true record by the chairman.

6/2  Matters arising from minutes.  Cllr. Buchanan raised the question of a P.A. System and loop system for the Village Hall – Problems with the acoustics in the room had given rise to complaints of being unable to hear.
Enquiries would be made to ascertain the possible costing.

The two notice boards in the village needed some repair work and estimates for the costs would be sought. 

7/2  Clerk’s report – A new sign regarding fishing had been made and this will be erected within the next few days          The Sportsmobile  had been arranged for Tuesday 16th August and the climbing wall for Thursday 28th July.       The possibility of a Street Party on the occasion of the Royal Wedding was raised by Cllr. Shorthouse .  The possible problem of access by emergency vehicles was raised and a suggestion was made that the recreation field might be a better proposition.   It was decided to discuss the matter further at the next council meeting
8/2  Chairman’s report.  A complaint had been received regarding an excessive amount of mud  at the exit the recreation field following football matches. Clerk to write to football team manager.

A further complaint had been received regarding the remains of the bonfire on the recreation field.  Chairman to speak to person responsible.

9/2 Parish Councillors.  Cllr. Hill had attended the Derby Police Authority Meeting.  He reported that general efficiency had improved whilst crime figures had fallen with the exception of drug offences.   The forthcoming financial cuts were also detailed..  
Cllr. Topliss had attended the Village Hall meeting  and detailed that hire charges would remain at the existing level .    The Annual General Meeting would be held on 5th April 2011

10/2    Planning applications and decisions.   Application had been made by Bretby Nurseries for alterations to the sales area.  This would involve creating a new covered area over the existing external sales area.  No objections were raised.      The plans for the wall at Cedar House had been approved.

It was suggested that the Parish Council have a meeting with Chris Freestone to discuss the situation.

The details given appear to be a great advantage to the village as cavity wall and loft insulation could be received at a discounted price and in many cases free of charge..
