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Village Hall AGM - Chairman’s Report.

In 2006 as well as the general running and maintenance of the hall the following has been carried out:- replacement of all curtains in the main hall with vertical blinds.  In addition a bench was purchased and installed overlooking the bowls green in memory of Marjorie Jordan; the cost was funded from donations.   The Committee thanks all those who gave so generously of their money.

2006 was the first full year following the introduction of the new licensing regulations.  The Committee are pleased to report that these new regulations did not give rise to any practicable difficulties during the year.  The premises licence permits most activities with the exception of  the sale of alcohol and boxing and wrestling entertainment!

Financial Review 
The Village Hall derives its income from hiring out the Hall and from fund raising activities.  Free reserves totalled £11,369.00.  Although this is a sizeable increase on the previous year, the level of reserves is barely sufficient to meet the cost of essential work, which is not part of ordinary ongoing maintenance.  The income from the Hall has increased in line with expectations following a rise in hire charges but, as ever, fund raising is necessary to continue the modernisation of the Hall. 

During the course of 2007 the Committee is looking to make a start on repairing some of the windows, which are showing signs of decay, and to upgrade the kitchen.   

The Chairman ended his report by affirming that there was an ongoing commitment to bring the Village Hall up to modern day standards and thanked everyone who had helped and supported the Village Hall over the last year.
