DDC letter of reply states that it has considered all matters and is prepared to carry on with the agreed works but will not extend the 30 mph limit to the bottom of the hill.
RESOLVED: unanimously that the Parish Council understands why DCC has rejected the extension of the 30 mph speed limit and accepts this.  The Parish Council welcomed DCC indication of regular visits of the mobile camera team but wishes to see more visible use of the hand held speed gun within the village.

The Parish Council accepts what is contained in the letter regarding traffic calming measures only on the understanding that there are more regular visits by both the mobile camera team and the hand held speed gun team, as the need has been identified by the results of the recent traffic survey.

The Chairman of the Parish Council will send a letter of reply in the above terms.

Street Lighting

Cllr Buchanan and Cllr Mrs Ellis met with DCC and agreed a suitable location for a new lamppost.  Cllr Mrs Topliss had raised this at the Village Hall Committee meeting, but further consideration by the Village Hall Committee is needed, as it would involve work to the retaining wall.

RESOLVED:  await the further response of the Village Hall Committee.  This may mean that an application for funding in the current financial year will not be possible, but this does not prevent an application being made in the next financial year. 
The Chairman suspended Standing Orders to allow Cllr Ford to address the meeting.

Cllr Ford advised that on February 19th, new legislation comes into effect that de-criminalises parking matters.  Parking will no longer be the remit of the Police but will pass to local government agencies.  The implications of the removal of parking restrictions within Repton were discussed.
