An application for £10,000 had been made with the Big Lottery Fund.   No decision as yet

Motion activated sign – not working – reported to Matlock several months ago the Clerk will chase up

New wooden bus shelter – order placed approx. 3 weeks ago – the site had been surveyed by Matlock and the bus shelter company – erection of the new shelter expected within the next month.
9/6/17     Chairmans Report

Following our previous reports with dog fouling Cllr. Hill had received an offer from a resident to allow CCTV on his house.   Cllr. P. Smith also advised that SDDC would also offer help with CCTV
The next local Area Forum will be held at Milton Village Hall on 26th June at 6.15pm

10/6/17    Reports from Councillors
Cllr. K. Haines had been approached by Heidi Elks the headmistress of our local school who asked for help and advice regarding financing of a new schoolroom to replace the existing room used for pre-schoolchildren.  SDDC have declared the existing classroom which is a rather dilapidated porta-cabin as unsuitable in a conservation area.   The cost of building a new structure is estimated at £180,000 and the headmistress is finding it very difficult to qualify for normal grant conditions.
It was suggested that Barrattt Homes who are currently starting the erection of 100 houses in the Parish at Bladon Fields should be approached for financial assistance under s106 as many of the houses built will require school places in the near future.   The Parish Council and Councillors, individually, offered to send letters to the developers expressing their complete support for the Headmistress.    Cllr. K. Haines will join the school committee as a Parish Council representative to give whatever assistance is necessary.   Cllr. P. Smith asked if he and Cllr. M. Stanton as District Councillors could be kept informed as they would be equally anxious to help.   Mr. Chris Nash as the Planning Officer will be copied with any correspondence.     Various sources of potential grants will be forwarded to Cllr. K. Haines.

11/6/17     Himalayan Balsam 
Cllr. J. Shorthouse suggested that the banks of the river should be strimmed before the balsam comes into flower and spreads its seeds.    She had noticed that the general 
vegetation along the side of the river had grown so high to a point where the very attractive view of the confluence could not be seen.    Unanimously agreed that the Clerk arrange for the banks to be strimmed.
