           MINUTES OF NEWTON SOLNEY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING ON 

11th MARCH 2022 AT THE VILLAGE HALL

The parishioners were allowed to make their comments prior to the Parish Council meeting taking place.   They confirmed that they had received information regarding a decision on the possible bungalow at Sunnyside and would like to express their opinions.

As SDDC required any further comments on the application to create a bungalow on Sunnyside it was decided to hold a further Parish Council meeting and invite any interested parishioners.    Cllr. D. Muller and Cllr. K. Haines helped with information regarding procedure at a subsequent SDDC hearing.   It was decided that the initial meeting should be held on Tuesday 15th March 2022 at 5.30pm  at the Village Hall.     Two of the parishioners then left the meeting.  

Mr. Jim  Ward a parishioner commented on the fact that the two bus shelters in the village were allowed to become looking scruffy with weeds growing inside and some pavements also require better cleaning maintenance.   He offered to deal with the bus shelters free of charge himself.    It was suggested that the employment of a lengthsman should be included for discussion at our next Parish Council meeting.

Cllr. K. Haines had received a very good letter from a 10 year old parishioner who feels that parishioners should not have to pay to play tennis and also could the Parish Council provide some extra play equipment in the childrens play area.   It was decided to add this to the next Parish Council agenda.
Cllr. D. Muller gave some basic information on the rise in council tax. He had received a telephone call from the Police Commissioner who would like to make a visit in the near future.    Speed restrictions are to be actively looked into and he is awaiting details of various items of equipment.   The Freeport is still progressing which should provide 61,000 new jobs in the area and also provide a £8.4 million into the local economy over the next 30 years.
The Clerk asked Cllr. D. Mullar if he had got any further with the promise that he would find out if the extension of Trent Lane is adopted.  The first part is obviously adopted having many houses and a school.   The extension however is only a dead-end  lane for pedestrians and horse riders and has no housing, street lighting or drains.  Cllr. D Mullar apologised saying that he will continue with enquiries.
