Public Participation.    


Cllr. K. Haines advised that there had been problems with waste collection mainly due to adverse 

weather conditions – this should improve.  It is hoped that the normal three playmobile summer 


activities for chidren during the summer holidays would go ahead this year and she had carried 


out the necessary arrangements.  During last year the District Council had tried out sewing wild 


flower seeds on grass verges which received many favourable comments.    If there were any 


suggestions for any our own grass verges they should be passed onto a Parish Councillor.


Cllr. A. Churchill gave information on the current pandemic detailing the success of the covid 


testing centres.   The centre at Midway remains open for the forseeable future.    The current 


situation allowing virtual meetings is due to end in May but it is understood this is likely to be 


extended.   Cllr. Churchill, advised that a possible Freeport (a duty free area) is being 



considered and if confirmed will be one of only two in the country.    Its suggested site is close to 

the Toyota site in Willington.   Much consultation will be made and if successful will bring 


millions of pounds of rates income to the district.    Rural action Derbyshire have been hosting an


            online Doomsday Book and over 500 village halls over Britain have contributed.  It details 


responses to the pandemic and our local Newton Solney Village Hall may wish to contribute.

Proposed barrier – Trent Lane

Extra fencing would be required.    Cllr. L. Charlton felt a barrier would provide some    
comfort to those parishioners worried about the vandalism and anti-social behavior currently 
happening.   Cllr. K. Haines felt that a barrier at the revised site could be beneficial providing 
adequate warning signage was carried out.     Cllr. D. May felt it was important that the closed 
circuit TV promised by the residents of Rock Cottage with adequate warning signs be installed.  
Cllr. A. Sedgewick confirmed that she had numerous comments from residents asking when the 
barrier was to be erected.  She had received various comments regarding smoking illegal 
substances.    It was proposed to proceed with the installation by Cllr. May and seconded by Cllr.
