

MINUTES OF THE NEWTON SOLNEY ORDINARY PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON FRIDAY 14th MARCH 2014 AT NEWTON SOLNEY VILLAGE HALL

Public Participation

Cllr. L. Chilton announced that extra funding had been approved for repairing pot holes and for the

improvement of broadband. The reinstatement of the collapsed wall in Newton Lane is progressing

slowly.

ClIr. M. Stanton confirmed that the District Council had not applied an increase to the council tax this

year despite having a reduction in funding. They were concentrating on maintaining services and

making savings elsewhere. The Housing Strategy has now been completed and drop-in sites to allow

the public to view the details have been published, The final report will be submitted in the Autumn.

1/3 Apologies for absence.

4/3 Planning Applications and decisions

7/3 Outstanding Matters

The Clerk was asked to remind the Unicorn Inn that the charges for the use of the football ground had

not been received.

8/3 Clerks report.

The dead trees on Trent Lane had been checked and the two most potentially dangerous ones had been

felled. Arrangements were being made to photograph the other dead trees for the District Council and

they will subsequently also be felled.

A complaint had been received from a Winshill resident who regularly walks along the road to Newton Solney. His complaint regarded the pavement which is covered by grass and dead leaves. The Clerk had checked the pavement and confirmed that attention is required from Bladon House to the brow of the hill. The Clerk will discuss this with Cllr. P. Smith.
9/3 Chairmans report.

ClIr. Hill was away on holiday but had left a written report. He had attended a Safer Neighbourhood

meeting. The collapsed wall on Newton Lane had been discussed with DCC accepting responsibiJity.

Engineers are to determine a scheme to resolve the problem, costs to be ascertained and funding to be

found. The road may have to be closed when the work is undertaken and until such time temporary

traffic lights will remain in place. A sign stating that the road is unsuitable for HGVs has been put in

place. The large hole at the junction of Newton Lane and Knights Lane has being dealt with by the

DCC representative.

DCC is to find savings of £157 million by 2018.

Details of the river bank footpath to Willington will shortly be available.

Cllr. Hill had discussed the possible housing site close to the Dalebrook Estate, Winshill with the Clerk to the Winshill Parish Council. No application had yet been made but arrangements were agreed that we would keep each other aware if it does occur.  

10/3 Parish Councillors reports.

Cllr. D. Forster provided a report detailing repairs that had been required at the Sunnyside Alms Houses.

Many repairs in the past had taken a long time to be completed including hot water boilers during winter

months. There was a general state of neglect in existence. Cllr. Forster will discuss with Almshouse

Secretary. The Clerk will make enquiries.

ClIr. K. Haines will add the Village Plan and Standing Orders to the web site.

11/3 Defibrillator

The Clerk had now received both the defibrillator and external box. Two quotations for the electrical

installation had been received - £425 and £190. It was unanimously agreed to accept the lower quote -

both being for the same specification.

12/3 Play Area Equipment.

ClIr. K. Haines had discussed the new equipment with the other members of the sub-committee - the

general opinion was that one larger piece of equipment should be ordered rather than two or three

smaller ones. She will look into the recent suggestion of a grant towards equipment.

13/3 Commemoration of World War One

The possibility of planting a tree with a plaque was discussed. The suggestion was made that an area

planted with red poppies would be appropriate. Unanimous agreement - the clerk will liaise with the

local horticultural society.

14/3 Finance.

The bank account stands at £7618.95 with a further £6000 being held on deposit with SDDC. Includes

£1414 ringfenced (cricket match-£I 25,ViIlage Hall new years parties-£553 and £736-xmas market.

A grant of £150 towards footpath clearance had been received.

Details of electronic banking were given by the Clerk. This will enable the clerk to access the bank

statements on line - All other aspects of parish council banking will not be affected. - agreed

A quotation had been received from DCC for ground maintenance - this showed an increase of approx.

£5 from last years charge - Unanimous approval.

A suggestion that a payment of £66 plus VAT for water supply to the recreation ground was deferred

until the next meeting.
