PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mrs. Geary (parishioner)  registered her disappointment at the recent letter regarding non action on the Blacksmith Lane road junction.  She felt that the explanation was unsatisfactory and did nothing to address her concerns.

Councillor Martin Ford commented on some of the reasons for not having yellow lines.   A general discussion followed where the general comments were in agreement that traffic through the village was too fast and that yellow lines would move park cars to another space and cause problems elsewhere.    Martin Ford agreed to raise the matter again with the responsible authorities.
Police were in the village on Wednesday morning 6th October to carry out speed checks etc.

A. Topliss had attended a Village Hall meeting.  Official confirmation had been received regarding a contribution towards work on the tennis court.     £5000 towards the £10,000 should be received this week.

Village Hall committee commented on the unsatisfactory pavements between the village hall and the Unicorn.

10/10   SDDC – proposed switch to digital distribution of planning applications.
Whilst there was no objection to the paperwork being distributed digitally it was felt that the large plans that accompanied the paperwork would cause problems.    Agreed that there should be no change.

11/10  Planning applications and decisions.

Erection of a greenhouse – Hill Farm Cottage, Bretby Lane. – Full discussion – decided that the close proximity of the proposed greenhouse  to the road would not be in keeping with the surroundings  but would probably receive a more favorable decision if it was to be re-sited elsewhere in the garden.
