Apologies for absence.     Received from Cllr. P. Smith, and Cllr. M. Stanton.

Variation in order of business – no alterations were deemed necessary

 Declarations of members interest – no declarations were made

Minutes of the previous meeting.   These were circulated, read and approved as a true record (apart 
from item 14/6 – August should read Autumn)

To determine which items should be taken with the public excluded - none were deemed necessary

Outstanding matters.   Improvements to the Parish Notice boards were still ongoing.
7/7
Clerks report.   -   The parish council annual accounts had now been approved by the internal auditor 
and had been forwarded  to the external auditor for final approval
8/7
Chairmans report –   Cllr. Hill said he would be attending the S.D.Area Forum on 14th July 2011 and 
also the Local Development drop in at Repton Village Hall, Askew Grove on the same date.      Work 
on the pavilion on the recreation ground was progressing.  

Cllr Hill mentioned that there was a damaged post on the village green.  This will be inspected by Clr. 
Plowman and Cllr. Hill and will be discussed further at our next meeting.

Parish Councillors reports – Cllr. J. Shorthouse had attended two Village Hall meetings.   The work to 
the tennis courts has now been completed and an estimate for other repairs had been received and 
accepted although the work had not yet started.

Cllr. G. Plowman confirmed that he had now repaired the damaged fencing 


Cllr. Shorthouse reported again that the eastern Europeans were again fishing in the river, causing 
damage to the undergrowth and lighting fires.   The “no overnight parking” sign had been removed but 
this has now been replaced.      Cllr. Tully and Cllr. Plowman volunteered to pursue an action to get a barrier 
put across the new track that had been formed to prevent further damage.

Cllr. Plowman had received a complaint from a resident about branches from a tree obstructing the 
path by the bungalows on Blacksmiths Lane.  He offered to carry out the necessary pruning and would 
ask Cllr. Hill if help was needed.

Planning applications and decisions.  The erection of an orangery at 37 Main Street, Newton Solney  
and an erection of a garden structure at 215 Bretby Lane.  These were discussed and  no objections 
were raised.

Recreation Ground – repair of hut -  Arrangements were progressing.
12/7
Low Carbon Village Project – Interest from the residents of the village remains extremely limited.

Cavity wall and loft insulation work helps to retain heat within the house thereby reducing energy 
accounts.    This is completed free of charge to a resident over 70 years of age or on eligible benefits 
and is at a heavily discounted rate for other applicants.    Parishioners are urged to at least make 
enquiries with the parish clerk
This will again be mentioned in the parish magazine.

Part-night street lighting – The suggestion by Derbyshire C.C. to switch off street lighting between the 
hours of midnight and 5.30 am in a cost saving exercise was discussed.    There was general agreement 
although the councillors would wish to discuss this further when more specific details were known

Appointment of Trustees for recreation ground. – A letter had been received from Samble, Burton and 
Worth (solicitors) pointing out that Mr. Dick Falder was the only surviving one of the original three 
trustees.     They suggested that our parish council give consideration to appointing further trustees.   It 
was agreed that the future of the recreation ground should be protected and  Cllr. F. Hill offered to visit 
the solicitor to discuss the situation

Localism Bill -  There was still no full details and councillors were urged to be aware of any 
information  being published.

Review of “Code of Conduct” All councilors to receive a copy of the current statement
17/7
Parking on road outside village hall – Cllr. Plowman felt that this was dangerous particularly at times 
when there was additional activity in the village.     This was discussed but it was pointed out that the 
problem had been discussed before  with no response.

Correspondence  - Garden waste was also being left on the site where the November  bonfire is 
normally situated. This is not permitted apart from genuine bonfire materials close to 5th November.    
This will also be mentioned in the parish newsletter.
