The previous offer made by the Bonfire Committee to provide trees was appreciated but was considered to no longer be necessary as trees have been supplied by DCC.  It was suggested that instead of trees, stakes could be provided and that the Lengthsman could carry out the planting.

A first quote of £600 was received in December.  Two further quotes have been received; one being for £575 and the other £325 + VAT.

The Parish Council discussed the various styles of fence, the possibility of vandalism and health and safety issues.

RESOLVED: to repair the fence and to accept the lowest quote of £325, made by Derwent Fencing.  The Clerk will instruct Derwent Fencing and obtain a date for the commencement of works.
