The report as previously circulated was accepted. No questions were raised.

09/110  Chairman’s report.

Cllr Buchanan’s report on the Flood Defences meeting (19.11.09) was read to the meeting as follows: 
Severn Trent did not attend, claiming staffing difficulties. There was a report from SDDC.   The Queen's Speech mentioned a draft bill which will give a larger role to local authorities in the management of flood risks.   Mine water rebound (levels of water in closed mines) poses significant environmental risks.   This is the responsibility of the Coal Authority.   Funding from DEFRA will be available to alleviate flooding in certain properties.   Information on mitigating technologies is being gathered.   A 'flood fair' was held and proved useful.

 

The Environment Agency gave an interesting presentation on flood risk management in the lower Dove.   This work is still in progress and will be put out for consultation in due course.   A review of flood warning services has been done and some change introduced.   Warnings have been changed to 'alert' and 'warning'.   The web site has been improved.   Some flood warnings are sent to individuals.   PCs will be receiving further information.   These changes will be implemented by March 2010.

 

DCC are responsible for emergency planning.   The next edition of the plan is due in December.   Risk Assessments are done under the Civil Contingencies Act.   SD is a high risk area.

i) Village Hall Committee –Cllr Mrs Topliss apologised as she had been unable to attend the last Committee meeting
ii) Area Forum – Cllr Hill and Cllr Mrs Ellis attended this meeting and their report was accepted.

iii) Safer Neighbourhood meeting –  Cllr Buchanan’s report of the meeting held 10/12/09 was read as follows:
Police Update:  crime in S Derbyshire has dropped significantly in the last few months but within Mercia area it has increased slightly, albeit from a low base.   Anti social behaviour has increased by 50% compared with last year but this is thought to be due to additional reporting.   There is a new PCSO in the area.   There was little activity required on two of the priorities - Hillside and Broomside - and it was agreed that they should be dropped as priorities.   
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PC Fearns will be holding surgeries at Findern marina.   The Police emphasised the importance of formally reporting incidents to them.   Without reports they can take no real action.

Partnership Update:  Operation Relentless was undertaken over a six week period.   It may be run again.   Further clean up may be done on application.   A plea was made to clean up the B5008 between Newton Solney and Winshill.

Q&A Session:  this was dominated by recent problems of vandalism in Willington and to a lesser extent in Repton.

 
New Priorities:  Stenson Fields, and Willington especially Twyford Road.

 Funding of Projects:  two new projects were approved - a street light in Hillside, and a vehicle activated sign on Burton Road, Repton.   Two other applications were received late and these will be judged along with applications from other areas.   It is hoped to have a further £4k next financial year. Next meeting:  Monday 15th March 6.30 Repton Village Hall.

iv) Biodiversity meeting – Cllr Mrs Ellis reported that this had been a profitable meeting.  A meeting will be held at Newton Solney on 6th September 2010 and any specific items requiring attention can be considered at this meeting.
