Cllr. F. Hill reported that the quoted costs for the barrier were as follows: Horizontal barrier £1,596, fence £58, fixing £920, planning estimate £200 + contingency £250 = £3,024 plus vat. The PC is to draw up the plan to review with the Holdcrofts. Cllr. P. Smith suggested applying to the Police and Crime Commissioners Fund. Cllr. F. Hill will put together the plan with Clerk R. Parker. Cllr. P. Smith is checking what level of plan is required for submission.
