Details had been received regarding the attractions (Playmobile etc) offered over the school summer holidays. Cllr. K. Haines will study the information and choose three attractions and suitable dates.     Our defibrillator was recently loaned to the village school for training and as a result additional names are to be added to the list of first responders.The school has asked if the Parish Council could purchase a set of child size pads that would be suitable for the pupils. The clerk agreed to check the salt/grit bins and replenish where necessary.

The clerk had e-mailed Cemex twice regarding the possible extension to gravel extraction with no response. Enquiries will now be made with Planning at SDCC and county.

Cllr. D. Smith confirmed that the majority of the local potholes had been repaired.  There still remains some very bad potholes on Newton Close, on Trent Lane and particularly at the junction of Trent Lane and Blacksmiths Lane.


Cllr. J. Shorthouse advised that all the new Village Hall windows had now been installed and their decoration has now started.  The bank account is now £24,003.76 which will drop to £8170.60 when the windows are paid for.   A quotation has been received to decorate the main hall which amounts to £1095. A plant sale will be held on 21st May 2016.


Cllr. G. Plowman advised that there will be a Christmas midnight mass at the church on Christmas Eve..
