Cllr. K Haynes reported that a request had been received from a taxi company asking if they could be included on the Parish Website – agreed.

 Mr. Martin Buckley the tree specialist from SDDC had visited the site, produced a report on the willow tree on the common ground and his recommendation is to reduce the tree by about one third.   This was accepted by the Council and the Clerk to obtain quotations for the work.   Cllr. J. Shorthouse will visit the houses affected to make them aware if the situation.
