They may apply to the Heritage Lottery Fund as the property is a protected 
building.  Cllr. Smith had attended the Neighborhood  and Planning Meeting at Barrow on Trent and as 
result it was felt that the Village Plan should be looked at again.

Planning applications and decisions. – Two applications had been received.


Hillside Cottage, Bretby Lane.   -  Installation of ground mount photovoltaic system – no objection.


Newton Park Hotel. – Display of signage. – This involved an additional small sign on the frontage. It was 
proposed by Cllr. G. Tully and seconded by Cllr. D. Forster that this should be rejected on the grounds that 
additional signs were un-necessary, would detract from the general appearance to the very attractive 
entrance to the village and was not in keeping with the listed building and the village   Objection confirmed 
on a majority vote.

Queens Jubilee.    The clerk had attended a meeting of the Newton Solney Womens Institute who had 
arranged a meeting to discuss the Jubilee.    The arrangements being made were purely in relation to the 
church and did not include the village as a whole. 


Cllr. Shorthouse suggested that they should approach Ann Sedgewick who could arrange a party on the recreation field.


Cllr. Tully suggested that the annual Raft Race could be incorporated with the celebrations and offered to 
make enquiries.   Cllr. Smith suggested that a much needed hut could be provided for the recreation field 
and called the “Jubilee Hut”

-  Figures for the 
collection were not yet available.

Low carbon Village.   Eon had still not sent the promised letter to the residents of the village advising them 
of the offer.    After the efforts of the Parish Council there were now 14 houses in the village that had asked 
to join the scheme.   All these had been forwarded to Anita Harris (South Derbys. DC) to forward for 
surveys by the insulation contractor.   Cllr Hill said he would make enquiries regarding their progress

Grit Boxes. – All the grit containers in the village were full.  An enquiry from Mrs. Acford regarding salt 


for the approach to Bladon House had been received.     This cost approx £50 last year.  -   Accepted

Newsletter funding  - An enquiry from the treasurer of Newton Solney Village Hall towards the cost of the 
parish newsletter – Agreed that £130 should be contributed.

Trustees of Recreation Field.  We have been advised by our solicitors that the delay has been caused by 
Talbots (Solicitors) not forwarding the deeds.   Cllr. Hill promised to make further enquiries
