No response has yet been received from the Big Lottery Fund for a grant towards “trim trail equipment”.


A letter has been sent to Mrs. Freestone in response to her correspondence regarding dogs on the Recreation Field.


A letter has been sent to Mr. McArdle reference to possible Parish Council boundary changes and a response is awaited.


The summer “Play mobile” figures have been received which showed a disappointing response from Parishioners. Greater publicity and awareness to be put in place for 2017 and the Clerk to ascertain how many village children attend the Village School.

Chairman’s Report


A response from South Derbyshire District Council with reference to overnight camping on the Common Ground has not yet been received but is expected this month. The meeting decided that the original enquirer on this matter should be referred to the “Freedom of Information Officer” at South Derbyshire District Council.

The Area Forum was attended at Ticknall on 4 October 2016 . No crime figures were available due to computer problems. Following recent accidents a request was made for Knights Lane to have improvements made with white lining and speed restrictions – the County Council representative to make enquiries but was not hopeful.


Capping of Council precept was to be introduced but unlikely to affect Newton Solney.

The Village Hall had been broken into and minor damage was done with a number of items stolen. Parish Council documents whilst disturbed seemed to be intact.

Reports from Councillors

Cllr. D. Smith reported the dangerous hole in the road almost opposite Mill Hill Lane and whilst in Winshill parish the Clerk was requested to notify them of this condition. 

Cllr. D. May reported that a lamp post light on Blacksmiths Lane was not working, he is to identify the number and report to the Clerk for him to take action. The footpath towards Repton was still in a poor condition and requires attention and the Clerk is to take action with the Council.


Cllr. J. Shorthouse commented upon the much improved steps to the Alms Houses.

Village Plan

An open meeting is to be held on Friday 11 November in the Village Hall at 7.00pm for parishioners/villagers to attend, comment upon and make suggestions for the Village Plan.

The plan has been in place for several years with revisions made on a regular basis and this is the opportunity for the community to express their views before the Plan is once again updated. The present plan is displayed on the Village web site.

The Clerk is to put notices of this meeting on the notice boards, the Village web site Village Hall, both pubs and is to write to all the village organizations making them aware of this meeting and to encourage the village community to attend.


The meeting will take place prior to the next Parish Council meeting which may delay the timing of that meeting.

Recreation Field – Dogs

Discussion took place with reference to the complaints being made about dog owners exercising their dogs on the Recreation Field expressly against conditions clearly notified. Dogs are allowed only on the footpath IF on a lead. The Recreation Field is not a dog exercise area but a playing field.


Several suggestions were made including – better footpath signage; slight adjustment to the line of the path; providing a fenced path walkway thus excluding dogs from the field; a total ban of dogs on the field; cctv; enforcing statutory fines on people exercising dogs on the field.


It was decided that this should be a topic discussed at the Village Plan meeting to get the views of the village community before action is taken.

Recreation Field – trim trail/grant

An application has been made for a grant from the Big Lottery Fund for trim trail equipment and a decision is awaited. A selection of equipment and layout is being compiled by Cllrs. May, Coussins and Haines to be discussed at a future meeting. No action can take place until funding has been achieved.

Bus shelter

Replacement of the bus shelter is still ongoing with the Clerk waiting for costs from Derbyshire County Council. It has been stated that the bus “pull in” needs to be extended to meet present regulations which is causing the delay. The Clerk is to urgently pursue.
